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July Mission Spotlight...

Our July Mission features Habitat for
Humanity of Cass/Schuyler Counties. We will
take a special offering on Sunday, July 25, 2010.

Habitat for Humanity in Cass and Schuyler
counties dedicated the third house on July 12,
2009, and Brigitte Boyce and her daughters
received the keys that day to begin living in their
new Habitat home!

HFH has just announced a new Home
Improvement Program (HIP) in the two county
area. Habitat will partner with local
homeowners who need a hand up, but not a hand
out, in the completion of minor projects. A
typical project could be construction of a
wheelchair ramp, installation of a new door, or
even just a needed yard cleanup. Habitat HIP is
separate from the familiar Habitat home
construction program. Needy families may
apply to either of them, or to both of them.

To participate in Habitat HIP families must
meet the same requirements as for participation
in a Habitat home building project. The project
must be needed. An example of need for a small
project would be that a door has collapsed, and
that door must be able fixed to close up the
home.

Partners must have the ability to help pay for
the project, or if they cannot pay they must be
willing to contribut
complete your project in partnership with
Habitat. If sweat equity cannot be performed
directly on the project, Habitat will find other
work for the partner such as stuffing envelopes
for a general mailing.

Habitat works with a special group of people
— hardworking men and women who have an
income, but need a hand up with special
projects. Some may have enough money to pay
for the project materials. Some may need to pay
over time. The project application contains
specific income guidelines.

HFH is now accepting applications to partner
in Habitat HIP until July 22nd. Applications are
available at First Lutheran Church in
Beardstown, and at the First United Methodist
Church in Rushville. Applications are also
available on the web site at
www.habitatcassschuyler.org. For more
