 Recently I was privileged to participate in a study group convened by our district 

superintendent, Rev. Randy Robinson; we discussed Martha Grace Reese‘s book, Unbinding 

The Gospel.  In it she challenges churches to find new and creative ways to share Christ with 

their communities.  In chapter nine she mentions various kinds of distractions which can deter 

us from focusing on what God has called us to do (which is to make us and others disciples of 

Jesus Christ for the transformation of the world.)   Since Lent is a good time for introspection, 

let me name the four distractions and then share Martha Reese‘s remedy. 

 The first distraction is other good things; in the church there are many valuable ministries, so 

we must decide which one(s) our church can successfully perform and put the others aside.  The 

second one she calls alluring distractions; they captivate us and entice us away from our 

intended goal – for example, television, checking e-mail constantly, eating or drinking too 

much.  The third distraction is a tragic occurrence.  This one should be addressed right away and 

never ever ignored!  A church‘s goal can wait until it seriously deals with whatever tragedy has 

occurred.  From dealing with a tragedy, a church will find the deeper meanings of life God has 

in mind for His people; then a church can move on to even a deeper, more in-depth evangelism 

– a deeper sharing of Christ with others.  Finally, the fourth distraction deals with confusion.  

Some distractions come all at once and really disrupt the balance of a church‘s work.  It‘s like 

one thing happens on top of another, and the church can lose sight of its main focus.  A good 

example might be when the guest speaker‘s plane arrives late, and a tree falls on the church roof, 

and then the back-up speaker gets sick, and the    (Pastorôs Desk, continued on page  9)

services, it seemed the time to offer more information about 

this worship.  Dennis Bratcher wrote an excellent article 

entitled ñThe Cross as a Journey: The Stations of the Cross for 

Protestant Worship.ò  This is an abbreviated version of what 

he has written. 

 The Stations of the Cross refer to the practice of using 

various events in the final hours of Jesus‘ life as a structure for 

prayer and meditation (also called the Via Crucis or Way of the 

Cross).

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March Mission Spotlights . . 
 Our March mission focuses  the Cass 

County Food Pantry.  The challenges of the 

Cass County Food Pantry continue; more 

requests are received every month.  The 

pantry volunteers pack boxes for about 360 

families monthly.  Most of the people come 

on distribution day, but the rest come when 

they can to pick up their boxes. 

 There have been numerous questions about 

the people who receive the food.  Caucasians 

comprise 82 percent of those receiving food.  

The Mexican population continues to grow in 

the county; therefore, there are a few more 

requests from them for food.  Only about 18 

percent of the total recipients are of Mexican 

ancestry. 

 The value of a box of food has increased, 

as everyone‘s food budgets have had to grow.  

Most months a box is valued at approximately 

$75.00 per family — multiply that by 360 and 

it is understandable why our pantry needs are 

growing also. 

 The pantry has been blessed to receive 

grant money from several sources, plus many 

wonderful individuals‘ donations.  The 

churches in the county, especially the Virginia 

United Methodist Church, have been very 

supportive as have the VUMC Gordley 

committees who donate to the pantry many 

months of the year. 

 These next two months the panty will 

participate in the Feinstein Challenge, which 

always includes all money food and pledges 

made in March and April.  All food is counted 

as $1.00 per can, package, etc.  The yearly 

pledges made during this time count 100 

percent.  Mr. Feinstein truly wants to make 

everyone aware of those who need food and 

are hungry in the country.  Anyone who 

wishes to pledge can pick up a pledge form 

from the church office or by contacting the 

pantry. 

 Pantry Partners has worked out very well 

the last couple of years.  This is where a 

church or organization signs up to help pack 

the boxes on a specific Sunday afternoon of a 

month.  Ten or fifteen people actually pack 

the boxes that will be handed out the next day.  

It is not a hard job, just a commitment.  It is 

surprising what a group can do in a couple of 

hours.  There are several individuals from 

VUMC who come each month.  These 

volunteers can tell you how it all works. 

 On Sunday, March 22nd, we will take a 

special offering for the Cass County Food 

Pantry.  Let‘s fill the Food Pantry basket with 

canned goods and monetary donations.

Mission News from Russia 
 Pete Hughes writes that he regularly feels 

the ―calling‖ to share with us about the Russia 

Mission.  Carol and Pete took their annual 

outreach trip to Novgorod in November 2009. 

They have every desire to return in November 

2010, but there is so much work to be done 

before this can happen. He keeps in very close 

touch with the church through Olga Antonova, 

the administrative assistant to Pastor Anatoli. 

 Olga reports to Pete that the Alcohol 

Rehab Center cannot take all of the men who 

want to enter the program.  Rehab Director 

Dema interviews potential candidates at the 

church on Tuesday and Thursday of each 

week.  He seeks to select men who would 

seem to have the best opportunity for success.  

Naturally this is a difficult task.  The village 

grocery stores post information on the center; 

the church puts out a monthly newspaper of 

5,000 copies that carries information on the 

center; and men also learn of the program 

through the village church pastors.  So the 

Rehab Center stays strong in its mission! 

 Pastor Anatoli made a 40-minute video of 

the visit that Pete and Carol made to the 

Rehab Center; two versions have been made, 

one 10 minutes long and the other 20 minutes.  

The video allows the viewers to be in ―Mother 

Russia‖ with them walking into the Rehab 

Center to see and hear the men tell their 

stories. 

 In January 2009 Pete went to Russia to 

take investment funds to be used by the 

church to help gain financial solvency to 

support their programming.  Presently he is 

not free to divulge details of the program, but 

he said that a recent report was very 

encouraging. 

 Pete closes his letter with his hope for 

many opportunities to share about the Russia 

Mission.  All donations he receives go to the 

Russia work.  He thanks all of us for our 

prayers and support. 

 His full letter and new photos are posted 

on the mission bulletin board.

Week 
 What a great group of 

kids we have in the 

AfterSchool Club.  This is 

a very busy month — so 

much to accomplish in a 

short time! 

 The kids are learning 

about the Last Supper Jesus had with his 

disciples.  Jesus took bread, blessed it, broke 

it, and gave it to the disciples saying, ―Take, 

eat; this is my body.‖  Then he took a cup, and 

when he had given thanks, he gave it to them 

saying, ―Drink of it, all of you; for this is my 

blood of the covenant, which is poured out for 

many for the forgiveness of sins.  I tell you I 

shall not drink again of this fruit of the vine 

until that day when I drink it new with you in 

my Father's kingdom.‖ 

 The group will discuss Judas‘ betrayal that 

Judas planned ahead of time.  The kids will 

discover Judas‘ greed was stronger than his 

loyalty to Jesus.  Greed this destructive starts 

out small, but when fed, overtakes all we are.  

Jesus knew he was to be betrayed, warned his 

disciples about it, and gave Judas every 

chance not to do it.  Judas looked Jesus in the 

eye and said, "Surely not I, Rabbi?" 

 Another lesson will cover the Passover 

feast.  This lesson focuses on the fact that 

Jesus obeyed the Jewish law and participated 

in the Passover feast.  Jesus provided his own 

memorial from the elements of the Passover 

feast — a feast that memorialize an event 

which was designed to foreshadow Christ's 

own death.  Finally, one of our sessions will 

explore Jesus‘ time in the Garden of 

Gethsemane.

These events start with Jesus‘ journey 

carrying his cross from the Hall of Pilate 

where he was condemned to death to the site 

of his execution on Golgotha (Calvary). 

 Early Christian pilgrims to Jerusalem 

retraced the route of Jesus as he carried his 

cross to his death.  While the pilgrimages 

varied considerably, the practice developed 

more structure in the medieval period with the 

starting point beginning in the ruins of that 

originally housed Pilate‘s Judgment Hall.  It 

concluded at the ancient Church of the Holy 

Sepulcher that marks the traditional site of 

Golgotha and the tomb of Jesus.  By the 16th 

century, this route through Jerusalem came to 

be called the Via Dolorosa, the Way of 

Sorrow.  Along the Way, certain points on the 

journey (stations) were associated with 

specific events recounted (or implied) in the 

Gospel accounts. 

 According to Bratcher, ―The modern 

practice of the Stations of the Cross was most 

likely popularized in the Western church by 

devotional writers.‖  The Via Dolorosa and 

the Stations of the Cross are still a popular 

pilgrimage destination in Jerusalem.   

 There are presently Fourteen Stations of 

the Cross on the Via Dolorosa, some with 

chapels or places to pray and meditate.  They 

are as follows:  1) Christ condemned to death, 

2) The cross is laid upon him; 3) His first fall; 

4) He meets His Blessed Mother; 5) Simon of 

Cyrene is made to bear the cross; 6) Christ's 

face is wiped by Veronica; 7) His second fall; 

8) He meets the women of Jerusalem; 9) His 

third fall; 10) He is stripped of His garments; 

11) His crucifixion; 12) His death on the 

cross; 13) His body is taken down from the 

cross; and 14) He is laid in the tomb. 

 The Stations of the Cross also refers to a 

series of paintings or sculpture that coincide 

with the Stations of the Cross in Jerusalem.  

During medieval times and formalized by the 

17th century, the local cathedrals began using 

the paintings as a way to allow worshippers to 

make the same devotional journey since they 

couldn‘t make the difficult journey to 

Jerusalem.
